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On Saturday, January 7, Iglesia Adventista del Septimo Dia, a new Spanish-speaking church of Seventh Day Advent-
ists, began using our sanctuary and one classroom each Saturday morning, and our kitchen and fellowship hall for a fel-
lowship meal from noon to 2:00 p.m. on the first Saturday of each month. 

 

They are paying us $600 a month for this privilege, an amount that will increase to $750 starting in July. 

 

This is a group of approximately 35 Hispanic people from a number of different countries, led by Pastor Danny       
Colindres, who is fluent in English.  They are a new church plant of the Seventh Day Adventists of Wisconsin.  This de-
nomination is a generally conservative Christian group that worships on Saturdays rather than Sundays.  They have vari-
ous scriptural and theological positions that many of us would disagree with; but our relationship with them is simply that 
of landlord and tenant.  You can find out more about the Seventh Day Adventists at www.adventist.org. 

 

Their use of our church is governed by our òGuidelines for Building Useó and by a detailed Memorandum of Under-
standing, which we have discussed with them in detail, and which both parties have signed.  It provides for swift solution 
of any problems that may arise and includes ample opportunity to withdraw from the agreement if it is not working out. 

 

Based on observation during their first Saturday of use, I would say: 

¶ They take their church life seriously and show up in their Sunday best. 

¶ Their worship style is similar to ours, only in Spanish. 

¶ Their children are well-behaved and under close supervision. 

¶ The people seem to be warm and friendly. 

 

As this mutually beneficial relationship progresses, if you have comments, questions, suggestions, or concerns, please di-
rect them to me as soon as they come up.  Both we and they are pledged to work out any details as soon as they arise.
